And now, a word from our Government … 
  
As a public school, Painted Rock Academy is asked to make our families aware of certain state and governmental notices. 
Here they are, in a nutshell:  
 AZ HB2732-stipulates that 3rd grade students who obtain a score on the reading portion of  the AIMS test that 

demonstrates the pupil is reading far below the third grade level may not be promoted from the third grade. 
 Federal Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) – Parents are allowed to inspect school records and have an 

expectation of privacy in educational matters. For more information on FERPA rights, check out the Academics/
Curriculum/Special Education area of our website, or ask the school office for assistance. 

 IRS Form 990 - A copy of the school’s non-profit tax return is available in the school office upon request.  
 Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act (AHERA) – The school has been inspected for asbestos and certified to be 

asbestos free. The required AHERA Management Plan and inspection materials are available in the school office. 
 Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) – Students with disabilities are entitled to a copy of procedural

 McKinney-Vento Act – Special guidelines on the enrollment and education of homeless children are 
outlined in the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act.
