Greetings, Painted Rock families! As usual, this school year is flying by. Here we are, a few weeks from winter break and
the half-way point in the school year. | am very much looking forward to next Friday’s assembly, where | and a few teachers will be
silly-stringed by 24 lucky students. | hope you can make it here to watch!

As always, | want to remind you to follow the driving procedures and laws around campus. With over 600 students and no
bussing, we have to get a tremendous amount of traffic through our property during those busy times of the day. A few things |
have noticed and would like to point out: in the A.M. we do not need to operate two lanes heading south on 25" drive (front of
the school). We do not get the back-up from the long line in the morning, only from pedestrian traffic, so there is no need to have
that second lane turning right onto Banff in the A.M. Additionally, traffic traveling towards the freeway on Banff is not necessarily
turning into our entrance. If you are headed west on Banff in the left lane, do not turn right across traffic into our entrance, as-
suming the vehicles to your right are also turning in; they may be going straight, and you may cause an accident. As always, the
most important factor is patience. Please don’t be in a hurry when there is heavy traffic and children present. That is never a good
situation. Thank you.

Finally, as we approach the second half of the school year, please encourage your students to work hard and focus on
academics. The level of academic rigor picks up during the second half of the year, as do the expectations that each student will
take responsibility for his or her academics. We will continue to push ourselves and our students to achieve at our full potential,
and not accept less.
